In this course taught by a team of academics from China, Japan, and Korea, we will examine some of
the key issues that stand in the way to integrating the East Asian countries into a tightly-knitted
community. Despite their differences in the issues of identity, colonial settlement, and contemporary
politics involving nation states and territories, East Asian countries are cooperating — better in the
economic than in the political areas although cooperation in the latter is also taking place. But the
economic and political reality of the contemporary world is calling for a formation of a more systematic
community in the region. Guided by Charles Taylor's notion of “social imaginary,” a common
understanding that makes possible common practices and a widely shared sense of legitimacy among
human beings, this course is an exercise in imagining an East Asian Community that may enjoy a
widely shared sense of legitimacy among the peoples of the countries in the East Asian region.

Course description

Upon successful completion of this course, students are expected to be able to:

1. Identify some of the conceptual, historical, legal, political and technical issues that stand in the
way to integrating East Asian countries into a regional community.

2. Understand the significance of an integrated East Asian Community for a peaceful and prosperous
coexistence of the countries in the East Asian region.

and Re-evaluation of Classical Culture in East Asia

2. Name of Universities

Jilin University (China), Okayama University (Japan), Sungkyunkwan University (Korea)

3. Objective and Outline of the Program

1) Project Objective & Background
Project Objective

The three universities will implement programs for Core Human Resource Development using their proven
collaborative educational system to foster regional leaders who can work together to solve contemporary common
issues based on shared values gained from mutual understanding. These Asiancrats will be leaders embodying a
shared Asian view for regional administration skilled at communicating with an international perspective who act to
overcome problems of modern society. An important aspect linking these Asiancrats will be the identification of

common values through studies on classic texts and other cultural artifacts.

Background

Okayama University, Jilin University, and Sungkyunkwan University have developed cooperative and
collaborative structures. Okayama University and Jilin University have organized 1) a double two-term doctoral
degree course; 2) student exchanges with credit transfer; 3) and, held common courses. In addition, Jilin University
and Okayama University conduct Chinese and Japanese instruction as foreign language education. Okayama
University, for example, offers Japanese foreign study courses at its International Language Education Centre.
Okayama University and Sungkyunkwan University provide student exchanges as well as recognition of credits.

Furthermore, Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan University offer dual degrees and student exchanges.

2) Content of the Exchange Program
- Academic field, number of exchange students, curriculum, degree to be conferred etc.

This project comprises of all the consortium's undergraduate and graduate faculties related to education for
contemporary issues and common values in East Asia. It is anticipated that the annual number of undergraduate
students, master's level students, and doctoral level graduate students will be: 5 students exchange each other. In

terms of awarding double degrees, Okayama University and Jilin University have already begun conferring a double
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two term doctoral degree. Furthermore Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan University are in the process of
regularizing the awarding of dual degrees. Five years after the start of this project the three universities will have

increased the scope of dual doctoral degrees offered.

- Difference from existing domestic and overseas programs / curricula in the same field

The consortium seeks to extend the academic activities of its members through international cooperation and
collaboration by establishing a foundation for regional development through exchanges and the establishment and
promotion of links with local industry. Okayama University and Jilin University, for example, have synchronized
their syllabuses, lesson time tables, grading systems, requirements for graduation, and documenting for graduation.
Growing from this the universities are undertaking a similar regularization of their graduate programs. The
following will be implemented among the three universities.
(1) Annual Summer Seminars focusing on common issues in the three countries to share common values
(2) International Review of the program from an international perspective in order to guarantee its quality. This
review will also be administered from the aspect of Faculty Development to enhance the qualifications and quality
of teaching staff.
(3) Regional Conferences in each of the three countries to link academia, industry, and local authorities.
(4) International Conferences to foster intellectual exchange among the three universites, four international
conferences will be organized at each university in rotation. The Kick-off Conference at Okayama, the second at
Jilin, the third at Sungkyunkwan and the final to be held at Okayama
(5) Administrative Meetings: Administrative staff will meet regularly to enhance of the systems for credit transfer,

double degrees and dual degrees

3) Expected Outcomes

The universities involved in the project described above have already a consortium to establish a common syllabus
with the aim of graduating students with shared values who will meet the needs and cultural expectations of their
communities.
Concretely the following steps will be taken to produce such graduates:
(1) the three universities will employ expert educational staff who will exchange information to further improve the
educational level of the participating institutions, detect common educational challenges, and collaborate on
rescarch; (2) the participating universities will press forward to create educational guidelines, reform their
educational content, and use Peer-Review to improve continually the educational system and create graduates with
refined and deep knowledge; (3). The three universities will offer joint lectures, joint workshops, and individual
tutorials. In addition to the academic content it is also planned to offer field seminars and internships thus students
will experience first-hand, and learn how to accommodate, cross-cultural differences; (4) Graduates will possess
leadership qualities and have experience engaging with problems facing modern society. In conclusion, graduates
will have international vision who can respond to the needs of society and industry as well as communication skills

in “Asiancracy” — they will be leaders who share the common Asian values to lead government and civil organizations.
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4) Cooperative System and Roles of Participating Universities
- Submit copy of ‘Letter of Intent for Cooperation’ etc.

Jilin University has wide and deep exchanges with universities in Japan and Korea. It has quite a lot of talented
experts being proficient at Japanese and Korean Language and studies. Sungkyunkwan University is the oldest
university in Korea and is the representative for leading study into Korean culture as well as research in modern
Korean society. Therefore, the three universities have a deepening and great mutual interdisciplinary understanding
and shared Asian values. From this background each participating university will take care of the mutual

educational system and financial support.

5) Framework for credit transfer, grading, degree conferral

The three participating universities will consider a common basis of education beginning with lecture content,
lecture time, and evaluation methods. In addition, in order to put into place continual improvement, the double
degree and dual degree system shall not rely upon only the guidance of the issuing universities but the input of all
the participants. Above all, the introduction of a Peer-Review system will maintain educational quality while
allowing for the mutual exchange of educational experience.

It is necessary to match their evaluation systems; Korean universities use a relative grading system while Japanese

and Chinese universides use an absolute grading system.

6) Student Support (Tuition waivers, counseling, internships etc.)

There is already an agreement between Okayama University - Jilin University - Sungkyunkwan University for the
mutual exemption of affected students' tuition fees.
Three universities have advisors for foreign students in place and Health Service Centers. Those who participate in
this program can use these services. The universities will provide dormitories, share house, other living support and

counseling for exchange students.

7) Language Plan

Three universities have implemented foreign language training, Jilin University conducts Chinese language
training, Okayama University conducts Japanese language training, and Sungkyunkwan University conducts
Korean language training at their respective foreign language centers.
The language training courses for exchange students have been implemented as preparatory programs for future

students for the above mentioned programs. In natural science field, English is used as the common language.

8) Monitoring & Evaluation / Feedback Plan

The management of grades and the mutual recognition of credits requires a common education mechanism
involving lecture hours, evaluation methods, and course content among the three universities. As well, concerning
the double degree and the dual degree, rather than depending only on the input of the host universities, the views of

all partners shall be incorporated into plans for bettering the teaching substance.
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To maintain the quality of this project, a system will be put into place to evaluate annually the quality of all lectures

related to this project by teaching staff.

9) Publicity / Dissemination Plan
We aim to disseminate our accomplishment through our own website in English, Korean, Chinese and Japanese.

The three universities will work together to build up and administer this system.

10) Cooperation with other institutions (local governments, NGOs, enterprises etc.) and Support from them
Okayama University has already put into practice “Agora” (a means for communication between the social and
industrial sectors) as a model for field seminars where key regional personnel can be developed. The participants,
through the interaction of simultaneously learning by confronting the issues facing each region and developing their
problem-solving skills, will become leaders in their regions. Also this project will establish internships for exchange
students with regional industries, especially those involved in the natural sciences. Sungkyunkwan University has
already established close relationships with Korean leading companies such as Samsung group and is ready to utilize
these for this program. Jilin University will build a regional network to cooperate with other universities, regional

enterprises and administrative institutions.

4. Initiatives and Progress of Program
1) Objectives and Implementation

At Okayama University, collaborative learning that incorporates the high degree of mobility and multilingualism
of students is made possible by promotion of this Japanese, Chinese and Korean cooperative educational
development with its ideal of achieving Common Good, based on our partnership with Jilin University in China
and Sungkyunkwan University in Korea, in the Campus Asia Program, “Program for Core Human Resources
Development: For the Achievement of Common Good (Bonum Commune) and a Re-evaluation of Classical
Culture in East Asia,” that commenced in the academic year of 2011. For active exchanges among Japanese,
Chinese and Korean students, long-term and short-term student exchanges, summer schools for nano-
biotechnology and autumn schools, hands-on workshops in natural science field and so on are held to promote
diversity of the program by the entire Okayama University academic system. As a distinctive initiative for
cooperative educational development, compilation of Common Textbooks to be used by the three partner
universities of Japan, China and Korea, classes based on Community Based Learning (CBL) with its concept of
campuses in regional areas as well as Problem Based Learning, and pioneering initiatives such as active learning type
classes incorporating multiple languages have been developed. Asiancrats (leaders from community administration
and private organizations who contribute to the Common Good of Asia) who are people with a broad international
outlook while being well-versed in regional culture and traditionally well-educated; medical professionals who can
take the lead in community-based health care; candidates to become core executives of corporations who can take
the lead in collaboration between Japan, China and Korea in all areas of technological R&D, production and sales;

and people who can show leadership in tackling the issues facing modern society including the environment, energy
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and recycling; these are the actual kind of human resources we aim to develop.

In regard to the educational system, various experimental classes have been carried out thus far with an aim toward
constructing an effective international cooperative education system. Finally, however, experiments so far seem to
be converging into an “Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia.” In this system in particular, Jilin
University in China has been responsible for education about Mutual Benefits and Traditional Culture,
Sungkyunkwan University in Korea has been responsible for education about Traditional Thought and Classical
Literature, while Okayama University in Japan has been responsible for education about Common Good and
Modern East Asia Studies. Also, systems have been created for the transfer of credits for a wide range of approved
subjects as well as for the conferring of credits for short-term exchange studies. Furthermore, by placing emphasis
on language classes at each university, both outbound and inbound students have been able to acquire high-level
language skills at the university of their exchange studies. Students are able to carry out study or research in their
special field of study at their study-destination in various languages including the local language, their own native
language, particularly English in natural science and medical science field. At Okayama University, for the
CAMPUS Asia Program (CAP) in undergraduate and graduate school courses, educational programs suited to each
area have been developed together with a Common Good educational program for shared use in the university as a
whole. At Jilin University, independent classes and programs have been developed for CAP. At Sungkyunkwan
University, as well as the intensive courses on East Asian Traditional Thought and Classical Literature which form

the foundation for the program, active learning initiatives including fieldwork have also been developed.

In regard to cultivation of human resources, this has been carried out from a long-term perspective. As well as pre-
departure guidance given to long-term exchange students, and guidance for improving skills for long-term exchange
students (development of multilingual seminars focusing on discussion, continuation of guidance for improving
language skills, support of students' own initiatives for CAP activities, and so on), a system has been created so that
students can participate in CAP continuously during their college life. Among these students are those who
continue on to graduate school, obtain employment in the national public service or as teachers and so on. Slowly,

we are fostering the growth of people who can support and be the driving force of communities in the future.

2) Cooperation Advantages of Academic Program

In this program, in order to make it easier to understand the outlook for actual methods and processes in
deepening mutual understanding by studying about “the Common Good,” as indicated in the First Monitoring, a
review was done of the joint educational courses that had been implemented thus far and they were reorganized into
a concept named the Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia. Jilin University developed lectures
representative of the areas of history, culture and common good such as “Mutual Benefits of East Asia” and
“Correlations between the Chinese, Japanese and Korean Languages and that Cultural Inheritance.”
Sungkyunkwan University developed lectures representative of the areas of East Asian Traditional Thought and

Classical Literature such as “Introduction to Classical Literature of East Asia” and “Mutual Understanding and the
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Culture of Chinese Characters in East Asia.” Okayama University developed lectures representative of the areas of
Common Good and the history of East Asia and contemporary East Asia such as “Society and the Tripartite
Relations of Japan, China and Korea” and “Multilingual Seminar on the Common Good.” Moreover, the three
universities each held field work sessions in local communities. In the natural sciences and medical fields, the
cooperation between the programs under the idea of Common Good was enhanced.

At the same time, use of textbooks was promoted through research meetings for compiling textbooks on Common
Good, summer schools and multilingual seminars on education for Common Good. The CAMPUS Asia students

studied on the bases of these achievements through the multi-language classes and field works.

3) Student Support

Student administration offices of the three universities collaborated with one another to promote support for
students in their campus life, education and research.

Persons in charge of student support talked to outbound students regularly via Skype as well as requiring students to
submit a report at the end of each month so they could grasp how the students were progressing in the program and
in their campus life. Sungkyunkwan University operates a Language and Culture Community for tri-nation cultural
exchanges and to improve linguistic skills of the students.

In regard to accommodation, the operation of share houses promotes the mutual support of exchange students and
their academic and research progress as well as fostering mutual understanding. The aim of share houses is for
Japanese, Chinese and Korean students to experience living together and building up the kind of relationships
where they can have joint discussions based upon their mutual understanding of each other's lifestyles, culture and
sense of values. Share houses also serve as a venue for exchanges with students apart from the share house occupants
and through such exchanges, the number of students involved in the program has increased. Therefore, a synergistic
effect for the program is achieved with both the educational purpose and PR.

In addition, a system was established for exchange activities by students from the three countries that emphasizes
the students' autonomy. Specifically this refers to activities such as the alumni association for CAP students, a
student club, publishing of the student newspaper HARESIA, and student workshops. All of these activities are
managed by the students' initiative and form the foundation for the mutual support system between students.

The CAP alumni association enables students who became friends during the program to continue to have
exchanges even after they have finished participating in the program and functions as a way for the younger
generation to connect Japanese, Chinese and Korean societies. Students who have finished the program transmit
information via social networking services and provide support for students new to the program.

The CAMPUS Asia Club provides support for students participating in the program, carries out PR for CAP,

participates in university and community events, and so on.
4) Added-value of the collaborative program (Outcomes)
One of the outcomes of the program is “the fostering of human resources with Common Good as the central

pillar.” Specifically this means that deep discussions were held on common issues at regional conferences and field
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work in each country, after first learning about the basic tradition, thought, history, languages and so on, of Japan,
China and Korea. Furthermore, a new subject titled the Common Good Education Multilingual Seminar, which
was set up in the 2014 academic year, has made it possible to establish an educational method for connecting deeper
understanding of Common Good with drawing out the awareness of mutual understanding and underlying
harmony of Japanese, Chinese and Korean students. A report on the outcomes of this subject, which uses multiple
languages (Japanese, Chinese, Korean and English) as a new method in international liberal arts education, was
given at the fourth conference of the Japan Association of International Liberal Arts held on March 14, 2015.

One of the outcomes of the joint program has been the attempt to come up with a new approach with unique
methods by using the same textbooks on Common Good created through the collaboration of teachers of the three
universities. The textbooks could be said to represent a compilation of the outcomes of research exchanges in Japan,
China and Korea about the Common Good of East Asia as well as the outcomes of the program as reflected by
discussions among the students, in the process of compiling the textbooks. Through actually using the textbooks in
the liberal arts education course here at Okayama University, the foundations have been strengthened for further
developing Common Good education as practical wisdom education for all the students in the university.

Conferring of double degrees and preparations for joint degrees are another outcome of the joint program. This
has enhanced the common subjects of the three universities in Japan, China and Korea, and led to strengthening of
cooperative relationships between educational staff. Starting from the joint education program, preparations are
being made toward the conferral of joint degrees as an academic degree. Okayama University is already
implementing double degrees with Jilin University in master and doctoral programs, with Sungkyunkwan
University in pharmacology studies and in humanities and social science studies, while we have concluded an
agreement for double degrees with Sungkyunkwan University has in materials science, enabling a deepening of
academic exchanges. This will be developed into joint degrees in the future.

Furthermore, preparations for the establishment of a joint international graduate school are another major
outcome of the joint program. With the double degree and joint degree program as a base, in order to further
develop the establishment of a joint graduate school, chancellors and vice-chancellors of the three universities
reached a joint decision for their future concept after the program finishes in May 2017 and have decided on the

concrete framework for an investigative committee regarding this program.

5) Internal Quality Assurance Quality Assurance

Creation and use of the Common Textbooks, and the establishment of a joint international graduate school are
two items that can be raised in regard to Quality Assurance.

Currently, sectional groups in the Education for the Common Good Research Group include the Tradition and
Thought Group, History Group, Culture of Chinese Characters Group, and the Economics Group. Each group
decides on its own theme and carries out meetings to review the creation of the Common Textbooks and ultimately
publishes a series of Common Good Textbooks to be used in common with Japan, China and Korea. The use of
these textbooks for lectures, summer schools and so on, will realize joint education of a high quality.

Moreover, by changing the entire university's exchange program thus far to a structure supported by graduate
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course credits through the establishment of a joint international graduate school, a system is completed wherein
degrees can be conferred by systematically completing the curriculum. Okayama University's Graduate School of
Humanities and Social Sciences, Graduate School of Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences, Graduate
School of Natural Science and Technology, and Graduate School of Education will be integrated with a view to the
establishment of the Japan-China-Korea Joint International Graduate School. Jilin University's School of
International and Public Affairs and Sungkyunkwan University's Institute of China Studies have already concluded
an agreement and a cooperative relationship has been constructed. Okayama University has begun preparations for
establishing the Joint International Graduate School through its participation in Jilin University's School of
International and Public Affairs program.
For the summarization and evaluation of the effectiveness and quality of the program in the administration stage of
the program, representatives from the three universities have been meeting on a regular basis for administrative
meetings. At these meetings, information regarding the administrative situation and any issues that need addressing
are reported and plans are drawn up jointly for the next stage of the program. The three universities evaluate the
program from the perspective of international standards and the development of educational staff, enabling
maintenance of the quality of the program and the quality of the educational staff participating in the program.
Other strategies include the adoption of a peer evaluation system, learning about each other's experiences in
education, and guarantecing the quality of the curriculum. At departments in the university, the administration of
CAP and education are regarded as an important part of university education and student training so the
curriculum for administration of CAP has been made permanent, realizing processing of the administration,
clarifying further the details of the program content, thus guaranteeing quality. Each educational institute works
independently with the Vice-Chancellors having overall responsibility for monitoring the quality of the program.
An organization system to administrate the curriculum was created and the departments in charge of international
exchange monitor the program's curriculum and special lectures together with each educational bureau and
department. Students also evaluate their teachers and classes. The program's administrative section sorts through
feedback regarding those evaluations and CAP'S educational content overall, adjusting the educational program

content, teaching methods and so on.

6) Possibilities and Challenges of an Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia

The content and appropriateness of the phrase “East Asian Style Global Liberal Arts Education” as suggested by
Okayama University's CAMPUS Asia Program is an issue needful of further discussion. In human society, peace is a
universal concept. Thinking about how this concept is prescribed in East Asian society from images, laws,
international affairs, against a social backdrop or through everyday methods; how history is perceived and studied in
regard to wars; considering all of this from the perspective of the Common Good could be said to be the liberal
education that forms a foundation for the fostering of human resources in East Asia. Looking at the philosophical
pursuit of this concept of the Common Good of East Asia not from the viewpoint of researchers but in the setting
of liberal arts education, adoption itself of the concept “the Common Good” may seem difficult at first glance.

However, it was seen as a catalyst for drawing out the underlying awareness of the Common Good existing in
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students. Creation of dynamic classrooms achieved through the high mobility of students means providing a place

of learning where it is possible to promote mutual understanding in East Asia. Creating this dynamic learning space

by students' mobility is the role that higher education institutions should assume and is also a prerequisite necessary

for East Asian style global liberal arts education.

4. The intermediate evaluation and improvements

The following points were indicated in the intermediate evaluation.

Students in various areas need to be presented with a clear view of concrete methods and processes for focusing

on the common sense of values “the Common Good,” together with what will be carried out, how far it will be

taken within the period the activity is being implemented, as well as the manner of evaluation. These items must

be clarified promptly.

. Clarification is necessary as to what kind of program can be created from the combination of each special field
and the “Common Good,” how they interact, and what kind of outcomes can occur from synergistic effects.

. Steady progress is required under the cooperation of the three universities of Japan, China and Korea toward
publication of the Common Textbooks.

. In order to create a quality-assured system for credit transfer, the discrepancies between different faculties within
Okayama University need to be resolved and the overall system for the three universities needs to be completed.
After these systems have been rejigged, a concrete road map needs to be set forward for planning the

establishment of an international joint graduate school.

In regard to the above points, the following improvements have been made.

. In regard to education about the “Common Good,” enhancement of lectures about the “Common Good”
(which is the pivotal point), summer schools based on education about the “Common Good” as well as
approaches to the “Common Good” in a new format, have been carried out. Issues common to East Asia and
various issues that local communities are facing in each country were presented and practical wisdom study was
carried out in PBL and CBL format. Some examples of topics that were dealt with through desk work and field
work in the communities near the campus include: restoration of the public finances of the Takahashi area by
Hokoku Yamada; environmental pollution issues in the Mizushima area; Confucianism education at Shizutani
School; Joseon missions to Japan in the Ushimado area; conservation of historical culture in Yakage town;
Kurashiki historical quarter of Machiya Trust; Western learning of Tsuyama; town planning of Okayama;
Sogenji Temple's Buddhist Thought; the issue of plastic surgery as an industry in the Gangnam district; and a
Toyota factory observation tour that touched on issues surrounding Japanese-Chinese joint enterprises, etc. A
shared understanding and a collaborative consciousness was created through presentations by discussion groups.
Lastly, awareness of the issues involved was summarized under the ideal of the Common Good. This approach

facilitated a smoother understanding by the students and had the effect of enabling the students to grasp the
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Common Good as issues close to them. The outcomes of education for the Common Good are evident in
presentations at student forums, and in booklets of essays written by students. (These can be seen on websites
and in booklets of essays.)

2. In regard to collaboration between the various areas of expertise and education about the “Common Good,” the
type of education to be constructed is one where basically while increasing specialization of their various areas of
expertise, at the same time students should acquire a viewpoint that is well informed about the “Common
Good” in East Asia and qualities fitting as professionals.

Specifically, a carefully planned kind of education was carried out that matched the themes of the different areas
and liberal arts. In the nano-biotechnology course, students thought about the “Common Good” through
considering views of life and death in East Asia while for the Humanities and Social Sciences discussion was held
about conservation of natural environments and the development of industry with field work in the Mizushima
Industrial Zone. At the same time, at multilingual seminars, summer schools and regional conferences, groups of
students always consisted of those studying scientific subjects and also the humanities, and group work was of
interdisciplinary style so that classes would be stimulating and the students could make new discoveries through
one another. In addition, the postgraduate students majoring natural science field share a concept of the
“Common Good” in East Asia through several summer and winter international workshops wherein the
contemporary research and new idea aiming at interdisciplinary approach are exchanged by using English as the
common language.

3. For the publishing of the Common Textbooks by the three universities of Japan, China and Korea, textbooks in
the three fields of economics, traditional thought and the culture of Chinese characters have either been
published or preparations are ready for them to be published. Teachers from the three universities wrote the
manuscripts in each field. For economics, CAMPUS ASIA Common Textbook Higashi Ajia no Keizai Kyoryoku
to Kyorsu Rieki [Economic Cooperation and Common Interest in East Asia] (by Fukuro Shuppan in 2015) was
published. In the field of traditional thought, a textbook has been completed for use in the university and it will
be published after being used in multilingual seminars and details are worked out. These textbooks will be
translated and published in Chinese and Korean so that they can be used effectively in Japan, China and Korea.

4. For the establishment of a credit transfer system that is quality-assured, visits were made to the Jilin University
and Sungkyunkwan University in May 2015 and consultations were held about firstly, establishing a joint
international graduate school at Jilin University's School of International and Public Affairs; and secondly,
further expanding this to include Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences, and Natural Science and
Technology studies. For the present, each of the three universities will conduct preparations for starting up the
system. Specifically, items to be advanced include making a framework for the mutual exchange of students
together with the obtaining of degrees, enhancing subjects for common education, adopting a learning

agreement, and concluding an agreement for joint degrees with a view to later including double degrees.

With these improvements as a foundation, we aim to tackle intensively the realization of a program with the

following distinctive characteristics.
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+ Establishment of “Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia”
Summer schools, short-term language seminars, Chinese-Korean workshops, creation of Common Textbooks,
holding of lecture meetings on the “Common Good,” nano-biotechnology course, etc. - advance the

systemization of all of the above-mentioned programs into the Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East

Asia.

Pilot program classes for the realization of practical wisdom (Phronesis) education

Student forums, “regional conferences”, “machinaka (=downtown) campus” set up in the central part of town,
Chinese-Korean workshops, etc., by holding many classes with active learning as a base that actually go out into
communities in the region (Community Based Learning: CBL), and by establishing issues in common with East
Asia (Problem Based Learning: PBL) in these classes, make up a format that deepens discussions and mutual

understanding. These are carried out in experimental type of classes such as “multilingual seminars”, etc.

Making a framework for the sustainable development of the program

Preparations are being advanced for the program thus far to be expanded to incorporate an international joint
graduate school. Also, preparations are being advanced for similar initiatives in the university (for example,
Okayama University's North East China Universities Platform Graduate Student Exchange Program O-NECUS)
to be incorporated and to expand the program. As the program will be of content suitable for conferring degrees,
other post graduate courses in the three universities are starting to conclude agreements to confer double degrees.
A system for continuing student exchanges is being set up spontaneously by the students such as the CAMPUS

ASIA student club and the alumni association, and carrying out activities.

5. Objective Achievement

Through the cooperation of Okayama University, Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan University which form the

base universities of the program in East Asia, the Program for Core Human Resources Development: For the
Achievement of Common Good and Re-evaluation of Classical Culture in East Asia aims to foster young leaders
well-versed in regional culture and with a broad international perspective who can contribute to the development of

all of East Asia in accordance with the needs of each region.

Discussions have been held repeatedly as to how the three universities view “well-versed in regional culture and

with a broad international perspective who can contribute to the development of all of East Asia.” The recent
tensions and discord in East Asia were taken to be a phenomenon resulting from a weakening of the Chinese
character and Confucian culture that has continued as a long tradition in East Asia, due to the modernization of
cach country. The universities agreed on the need to foster core human resources who can create a cultural

cooperative spirit in East Asia.

In regard to the construction of a common education system, the three universities have formed a consortium
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wherein a comprehensive system for education implemented jointly for undergraduate and postgraduate students
will enable credit transfers, joint classes, double degree education (obtaining degrees simultaneously at two
universities), joint degree education (multiple universities confer a degree jointly) and so on. In the monitoring
carried out in Korea last time, agreements for double degrees and joint degrees had not been concluded and
therefore the evaluation given was that no sufficient judgement could be made as to the concrete realization of the
outcomes. However, in spring 2015 the agreement was concluded with partner universities for the double degree
program and one of the outcome criteria has been set.

For the future, in East Asia the three universities are aiming to cultivate the Common Good supported by
excellent education and knowledge of culture in East Asia, to foster the development of core human resources who
can be leaders in local communities, and to make bases for a network of human resources exchanges.

The next generation of regional core personnel who are to be fostered by the cooperation of the three universities
in this program will Asiancrats who are well-versed in traditional culture. Asiancrats are those who contribute to the
common good of Asia such as leaders in community administration and private organizations, medical professionals
who take the lead in community-based health care, candidates who have a global perspective and will become core
executives of corporations to take the lead in collaboration in business between Japan, China and Korea, and people
who can show leadership in tackling various common issues that East Asia is facing.

In order to achieve this goal, construction of a Model for Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia
has been attempted. Currently, a collaborative education system by the three universities has been set up and
original types of education have been developed focusing on the fields of expertise of each university. As well as
original subjects for CAP being set up at each of the three universities, the writing, translation and publication of
Common Textbooks is progressing steadily.

In regard to Common Good education, education to draw out the students' underlying awareness of the Common
Good is being carried out. Core human resources for the East Asian region are being fostered by drawing out the
Japanese, Chinese and Korean students' underlying awareness of the Common Good through a process of mutual
recognition in active learning. In that, importance is placed on acquiring the local language and a type of active
learning classes has been developed that uses multiple languages, including English. As well as implementing the
existing machinaka (=downtown) campus, from the academic year 2015 a Muldlingual Common Good Seminar
has been newly set up as a subject in the Liberal Arts education course for the entire university. Holding
multilingual classes, not just in Japanese or Chinese (or the common language of English), means that exchange
students from China or Korea and Japanese students who have returned after studying in China or Korea, are able
to hold deeper discussions beyond the area of language acquisition. That mechanism was adopted for a summer
school of a much bigger scale. Nearly seventy students, including those from universities other than those in the
agreement this academic year, participated in a model of this type of class, doing desk work and field work in
groups. Basically, education was set up that enabled students to further specialize in their various areas of expertise,
and at the same time acquire a viewpoint that is well informed about East Asia and the “Common Good” and
qualities fitting as professionals. In the nano-biotechnology course, students thought about the “Common Good”

through considering views of life and death in East Asia while for the Humanities and Social Sciences discussion was

held about conservation of natural environments and the development of industry with field work in the
Mizushima Industrial Zone. A carefully planned kind of education was carried out that matched the themes of the
different areas. At the same time, at multilingual seminars, summer schools and at regional conferences, groups of
students always consisted of those studying scientific subjects and also the humanities, and group work was of
interdisciplinary style so that classes would be stimulating and the students could make new discoveries through one
another.

Students who participated in the program last year took part in a presentation “Realizing the Common Good and
an Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia” at a conference held by the Japan Association of Liberal
Arts. This was one of the outcomes of Common Good education.

“What is Peace, as seen from the Common Good ?” Yuri Tokunaga and Dongsook Kim (Excerpt)

Tokunaga and Kim took up the concept of ‘peace’ for common interests, or the Common Good, and examined
how well-versed in culture and knowledgeable the people who live in East Asia as a Chinese character culture area
need to be in order to coexist. Japan, China and Korea share the culture of Chinese characters and formed a Chinese
character culture area. Even nowadays, there are many common words in East Asia. However, the concept behind
the word made of Chinese characters may not entirely match from country to country. If this point is overlooked,
misunderstandings may occur in mutual understanding. It was decided to consider whether Chinese character
words that were originally shared in the Chinese character culture area could not be used again as an effective tool in
mutual understanding. Under the theme “What is Peace, as seen from the Common Good ?” the Chinese
characters for peace were chosen as characters existing within the Common Good of East Asia and especially as a
translation that was created in the Meiji Period (1868-1912) and possibilities about this were examined. In making
a relative comparison of the Chinese characters of peace in Japan and Korea, similar points and points of difference
can be raised. While Chinese characters are a useful tool for words in the Chinese character culture area, different
nuances can sometimes have a major impact for historical issues or social and political issues, even leading to being
the cause of a worsening in relations between countries in the cultural area. Those of us living in East Asia need to
cultivate ourselves to understand such cultural differences. In order to share a common foundation in this Chinese
character culture area that embraces East Asia, we may revert to ‘peace’ as having the meaning of ‘harmony,” which
was originally our shared understanding. In the future, when considering relations in East Asia, adoption of

‘harmony’ as a keyword could be extremely significant.

6. Organization and Administration

At Okayama University, Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan University, there is a CAMPUS Asia office which
plans and carries out activities at each university.
At Okayama University, the vice dean of the relative departments, or an equivalent representative, make up the

CAMPUS Asia Program Promotion Committee, which is the highest decision-making body. Every day
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administration is carried out by the teaching staff who actually carry out the activities and Project Team Meetings
are the responsibility of the faculty staff of the CAMPUS Asia Program Promotion Office. Implementation of the
program is the responsibility of the CAMPUS Asia Program Promotion Office. Under the Project Team Meetings,
there are five working groups which handle the following special areas: Student Support; Promotion of Language
Education; Common Good Education; Development of a Common Academic Affairs system; and Planning of a

Joint Degree System (See Diagram 6-1).

Diagram 6-1 Okayama University CAMPUS Asia Program Implementation System
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At Sungkyunkwan University, the Dean of the College of Liberal Arts is the program manager while the professor
in charge (Head of the Center for Cross-Culture Studies) has the position of consultant. This constitutes the
decision and policy-making body. Two of the staff members of the office are researchers who are fluent in Japanese
and Chinese, and everyday duties both inside and outside the university, such as communications and
administration of the students, are carried out. As an advisory body regarding preparation for compiling the
textbooks and for administration, there is an administrative committee made up of several professors from the

College of Liberal Arts and the College of Confucian Studies and Eastern Philosophy (See Diagram 6-2).

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At Jilin University, a specialist team for the CAMPUS Asia Program and a working team have been set up for the
smooth administration of the program. The vice chancellor is head of the specialist team for the CAMPUS Asia
Program and is in charge of international exchanges and undergraduate and postgraduate student education.
Professors from the College of Humanities, School of Law, Northeast Asian Studies College, College of Foreign
Languages, College of Chemistry, and the Norman Bethune College of Medicine are members and play an
important role for the curriculum as well as education of the participating students. The dean of the College of
International Education is head of the working team together with the chief of the International Exchange and
Service Center while the deputy chief of the center, in charge of exchanges with Japan and Korea, is deputy head of

the working team and is responsible for administration of the program and office work (See Diagram 6-3).

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The three universities are in close communication on a daily basis via email, SNS, etc., and are proceeding with
the program in a collaborative manner. The universities also hold tripartite meetings on a regular basis (1-2 times
per year) where they each report on outcomes and issues, each university undergoes review by its two partner
universities, and discuss problems they dealt with in the past or program content which they intend to carry out
jointly in the future. Minutes from the tripartite meetings and reports and materials drawn up by the member
universities are shared at all times and these contribute to revision of the syllabi, implementation of joint programs

and student support.

7. Curriculum Integration

Currently, the curriculum for undergraduates focuses on Common Good education, language education and
global liberal arts education (See Diagram 7-1). For graduate students, the guidance system in place is based on the

student's particular interest and their master’ s thesis, and doctoral thesis themes.

Diagram 7-1 Merged Curriculum System for the Three Universities
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In regard to the system for lectures, each university has created original courses focusing on their areas of expertise.
Also at the same time, we are cooperating in the creation and implementation of programs such as the nano-

biotechnology course and the summer schools.
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Distinctive initiatives include: Okayama University's Multilingual Seminars (debate-style classes that take place in
Japanese, Chinese, Korean and English); Jilin University's School of International and Public Affairs lectures; and
Sungkyunkwan University's series of special lectures and combined linguistic and cultural activities.

For example at Sungkyunkwan University, as well as the establishment of classes by teachers who are experts on
East-Asian classical studies (Korean contemporary and classical literature, and Chinese classical literature), for areas
that are thought to be lacking, in other words to increase the minimum basic level and also supplement combined
linguistic and cultural activities, efforts are made to convey current concerns and the levels of discussions through a
series of special lectures by leading Korean academic scholars who are invited to speak to the students. In the
monitoring, it was pointed out that there is a large burden on inbound students from their language classes and
lectures in their field of interest. There definitely seems to be that disinclination. However, for students whose
Korean language ability is falling, if those students request it we advise that in the first semester they concentrate on
language studies and in the second semester, they take courses in their field of interest. For graduate students, if
their Korean language ability is strong, very often they do not take language classes so that kind of burden is not
thought to be so heavy for them. However, as they may devote themselves entirely to their special field, they must
also participate in combined linguistic and cultural activities and the series of special lectures, and are expected to
come into broad contact with Korean culture. At international academic conferences held by the CAMPUS Asia
Program, graduate students participate as interpreters and translators and so that they can come into contact with
the latest results of leading academics.

Through each university setting up its own program, the benefits for exchange students to study at the universities
are heightened. Also, cooperation in the common program and double degrees, etc., brings about a relationship of
trust among teaching staff and has formed the foundation for common education (an international joint graduate

school based on joint degrees) in the future.

8. Academic Staff and Teaching

One of the distinctive characteristics of the dispatching operation is an increase in the number of CAMPUS Asia
Program exchange students who study abroad in China and Korea, Japan and China, and Japan and Korea. In the
beginning, common education concentrated on fostering professionals who have studied abroad in one of the
partnership countries. However, after the comments in the mid-term report, attention is now focused on cultivating
muldlingual students experienced in overseas exchanges in both partnership countries. As a result, out of the twenty
students from Okayama University who participated in the CAMPUS Asia Program in 2013 and 2014, nine
experienced exchanges in both Korea and China. Sungkyunkwan University also promotes this rotating style of
overseas exchanges. The number of such students may still be low but one Korean student has been studying abroad
long-term since the 2013 academic year and after finishing long-term study in China, has come for short-term
study in Japan.

Another distinctive characteristic is that the system for acquiring language ability at each of the universities in the
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CAMPUS Asia Program has stabilized and the language level of the students has improved noticeably. As written

below, for example at Okayama University, students who were at beginner's level were able to pass practically the

highest level in certifying examinations before returning to their home countries. The Okayama University program

is concentrating on language studies in the local language. This means promoting the development of ways to foster

muldlingual human resources such as not just classes at languages schools in the place of study but through all facets

of life including multilingual seminars for Common Good education, regional conferences and living in share

houses. The results of this are shown in the data below. Students who were not able to speak the local language were

able to pass practically the highest level in certifying examinations one year later (Tables 8-1, 8-2).

First prize in speech contest
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In the case of Sungkyunkwan University, initially for classes conducted in Korean, it was difficult for Japanese
exchange students (especially) to understand the content. However, as shown in the tables above, with each
succeeding year the students' language ability continues to improve and the classes are more and more fulfilling.
Nearly all Sungkyunkwan University students dispatched to Japan obtain JLPT Level 1 while students dispatched
to China obtain HSK 6th Grade after their recurn. Most of the students already have intermediate or higher
language ability when they are dispatched but there have been cases when a student at beginner's level has attained
HSK 6th Grade. Also, students who studied in Japan have published articles in academic journals about surveys for
their research which they built up while in Japan. In some cases, their research was highly appraised enabling them
to receive grants to return to Japan (Kyoto University, Doshisha University).

In the monitoring, comments were made that as it was difficult to achieve expected effects higher than exchange
study programs, it was necessary to promote the double degrees for the firm establishment of the program and the
fostering of core regional human resources. In spring of the academic year 2015, agreement was concluded for a
double degree program with Okayama University and Jilin University, and this established the base aiming for
outcomes with even higher standards. (Sungkyunkwan University)

Every year, the Korean Council for Education holds an essay contest about experiences in the CAMPUS Asia
Program. The Sungkyunkwan University enterprise gave out one prize for the best essay and three encouragement
prizes in the academic year 2012 while in the academic year 2013 it gave out four prizes for excellent essays and one
encouragement prize. However, these prize-winning students were all students who had been dispatched by
Sungkyunkwan University. For the academic year 2014 contest, of the 38 successful contestants, eight were
CAMPUS Asia Program exchange students from Okayama University, Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan
University. The student who received the top prize was from China (See Table 2-2-3). Previously there were foreign
students who wrote their essay in English and won a prize but this time the prizewinner deserves special mention as
the essay was written in Korean and is the result of collaboration between intensive pre-departure language classes
and language education carried out at the place the student exchanged studied at. The outcomes of education for
the Common Good are very clear in the content of the essays written by the prizewinners (For specific education
examples, see the syllabus in Table 8-4).

In the monitoring comments were made about the need to adopt a system for testing language and humanities
skills, and establish an active support system. However, from these outcomes (Sungkyunkwan University) the

Course description

In this course taught by a team of academics from China, Japan, and Korea, we will examine some of
the key issues that stand in the way to integrating the East Asian countries into a tightly-knitted
community. Despite their differences in the issues of identity, colonial settlement, and contemporary
politics involving nation states and territories, East Asian countries are cooperating — better in the
economic than in the political areas although cooperation in the latter is also taking place. But the
economic and political reality of the contemporary world is calling for a formation of a more systematic
community in the region. Guided by Charles Taylor's notion of “social imaginary,” a common
understanding that makes possible common practices and a widely shared sense of legitimacy among
human beings, this course is an exercise in imagining an East Asian Community that may enjoy a
widely shared sense of legitimacy among the peoples of the countries in the East Asian region.

Upon successful completion of this course, students are expected to be able to:

1. ldentify some of the conceptual, historical, legal, political and technical issues that stand in the
way to integrating East Asian countries into a regional community.

2. Understand the significance of an integrated East Asian Community for a peaceful and prosperous
coexistence of the countries in the East Asian region.

3. Imagine in their own ways an East Asian Community which is desirable and durable.

Course description

This is an intensive summer school course which will be held in August 2015. It is hosted by the
Campus Asia Promotion Office, the Center for Global Partnerships and Education, Okayama University.
Undergraduate and graduate students from three universities will participate in this course: Okayama
university, Jilin University in China, and Sungkyunkwan University in Korea. This course is intended for
participants from these three universities. Fourteen instructors from the universities in Japan, China, and
Korea will give lectures. The course lasts for two weeks. Students will study the themes of No. 1 for the
first week, and No. 2 for the second week. Each session of No. 1 and 2 consists of 15 lectures (90
minutes per lecture), for a total of 30 lectures. In total, four credits are granted.

Goals

The three universities of Okayama University, Jilin University, and Sungkyunkwan University have
accepted inter-university exchange students, and organized inter-university courses with the goal of
fostering internationally oriented human resources in east Asia. This intensive course is held as part
of our efforts toward achieving that goal. It is aimed at deepening the mutual understanding of each
country's culture, through exchanges of undergraduate and graduate students of the universities
from the three countries, Japan, China, and Korea. It is also aimed at acquiring extensive knowledge
through learning specialized knowledge in various fields, and at fostering the ability to think with an
international perspective about the past, present and future of east Asia multilaterally.

9. Students Admission

In order to heighten the quality of students registering for long-term study abroad, various preparatory programs
have been arranged. Program that have credits include CAMPUS Asia lectures by full-time teaching staff, Chinese
and Korean workshops, and summer schools. The reasoning is that participation in these programs by students
raises their motivation and they can participate in the CAMPUS Asia Program long-term exchange study with an
awareness of their goals.

In the case of Sungkyunkwan University, recruitment of students is not always easy. Some reasons are that the
interest of many students lies in the West or there are no Japanese courses; there are relatively few students studying
languages; there are China studies courses but it may cause competition with other student exchange programs in
China, and so on. Even so, as the number of students who participate in the CAMPUS Asia Program increases, the

program becomes better known within the school and more students are becoming interested in studying abroad
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through the CAMPUS Asia Program. Initially, the Korean program focused more on long-term than short-term
study abroad. However, during the short-term exchange with Okayama University, some students started to
become interested in long-term exchange study, or it was finished as a single stay but students from Jilin University
wished to change from short-term training to long-term exchange study. Finally, awareness arose of the importance
of long-term study abroad. From the aspect of fostering human resources, and to distinguish the program from
other ordinary exchange programs, it is necessary to link both short-term and long-term exchanges in the future.

In the case of Okayama University, activities carried out by the students themselves such as the CA club, the share
house and the CA student newspaper, play a major role in widely disseminating information about CAMPUS Asia
Program activities to students.

The distinguishing feature of inbound and outbound students of the three universities is the high mobility of the
students. For example with Okayama University as a base, so far 183 students have come to the university for short-
term and long-term study while 275 students have been dispatched for short-term and long-term study abroad.
Although relations between China, Korea and Japan are going through a tough time now, the relations between the
three universities are extremely friendly and students are being accepted according to plan. The relationship of trust
that has been fostered thus far forms the foundation for this outcome.

Inbound students consist of both undergraduates and graduate students. Apart from the global liberal arts and
fieldwork which are conducted together, students concentrate on their own fields of interest and follow their own
separate schedules in that respect. In the future, these programs will be amalgamated into the international joint
graduate school and it is intended to set up a program that will confer degrees with highly assured quality.

For PR, a wide range of media are employed to recruit students and introduce activities to students such as
operation of a detailed website, use of social networking services, introducing the program's activities on Facebook,
and advertising through student circles etc.

Students who have participated in the CAMPUS Asia Program come from all areas and include undergraduates
and graduate students. From data collected on various programs from the start of the program until now, we can see
that the concept to include the entire university in the program is actually progressing well. For example, students at
Okayama University who have participated in exchange studies, workshops, and summer schools, number 197 in
the humanities and social sciences, 89 in the natural sciences and medical, dentistry and pharmaceutical fields while
graduate students number 7 in the humanities and social sciences, and 78 in the natural sciences and medical,
dentistry and pharmaceutical fields.

In the monitoring, comments were made about the obscurity of the outcomes and realization of the judgement
criteria because no joint or multiple degrees were adopted. In spring this year, we concluded an agreement regarding
double degrees (master degrees) with Okayama University and Jilin University and in the future we expect to be

able to recruit talented graduate students for the program. (Sungkyunkwan University)
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10. Support for Learning and Living

Initiatives to support outbound students included education to improve language ability pre-departure and after
returning from abroad, enhancement of short-term programs in collaboration with local communities, holding of
Chinese and Korean workshops to find students who may wish to study abroad, organization of a system for the
smooth transfer of credits for subjects studied during study abroad, adopting a system of monthly reports and
distance learning using iPads.

For inbound students, initiatives were implemented for a fulfilling student life including enrichment and
systemization of the CAMPUS Asia subjects, the holding of workshops beyond the campus and in collaboration
with local communities, exchanges with CAMPUS Asia students from other universities, placement of student
partners and academic tutors, student club support, strengthening of language education support, improvement of
share houses and participation in community activities. A support system fulfilling from both aspects of study and
student life, was put in place. At Sungkyunkwan University, a system was established where academic tutors for
Campus Asia inbound students received five volunteer credits.

In regard to support for the students' everyday life, due to improvements in the share house, the quality of support
improved. Japanese, Chinese and Korean students have been able to build up the kind of relationships where they
have discussions with one another, built on a foundation of understanding each other's sense of values, every day
customs and culture through sharing everyday life together. A resident assistant, who is Japanese, carried out
support for the students' campus life and study.

In the share house management, a point deserving special mention is that the concept of the Common Good
played a major role. In the student forum which has been held twice yearly from 2014, occupants of the share house
gave a joint presentation on “The Common Good of the Share House.” In that report, for the Japanese, Chinese
and Korean students to enable their communal living go smoothly, they found the meaning of the keyword ‘the
Common Good’ as in the Common Good just as a plan, the Common Good in culture, the Common Good in
study, and the Common Good in communal living. The Japanese, Chinese and Korean students met each other
halfway and always considered things from the standpoint of the others, respecting each other's viewpoints. They
learned how to do these things by experiencing it in their actual lives. A regular event of the Okayama University
CAMPUS Asia has developed out of The Common Good in the share house — “Understanding the Common
Good through Food.” The most important outcome from the share house management is that the students have
discovered for themselves that the base for coexistence in East Asia comes from the food culture where they all sit
around the same table and extend their hospitality to each other and enjoy food together in their communal living
in the share house.

At Sungkyunkwan University, support for inbound and outbound students in their study and everyday life is as
follows. By operating an educational program for language and culture targeted at outbound students, our support
enables the students to adapt quickly in Japan and China. After the students are dispatched, communication is
carried out on a regular basis by emails and social networking services such as Facebook, and efforts are made to deal

with any inconveniences the students experience in their study or everyday life during their study abroad. After the
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students return to Korea, study meetings are held focusing on related themes (reading and discussion meetings for
Self-Help, Chinese classical and contemporary literature study meetings), and the students have consultations with
teaching staff and researchers regarding their career courses. For inbound students, following consultation with the
university administration, they have been exempted from paying for accommodation in the halls of residence and
for language classes thus securing stability for their basic everyday life and for study. Each semester, required courses
for inbound CAMPUS Asia students are set up — “East Asian Classical Literature Core Courses” (three courses).
Aside from these regular classes, students are taught about trends in Korean academic culture through a series of
special lectures with East Asian history, literature and thought as the themes. They are actively encouraged to
participate in learning outside of class such as in linguistic and cultural communities, trips related to the university's
liberal arts courses, summer schools (ISS), and attending academic conferences and meetings to report on outcomes.
Support is also given to improve adaptation to life in Korea, and improvement of classes and study outcomes,
through consultations with the coordinator(s), regular meetings with education research associates, the one-on-one
tutoring method and so on. In particular, through selective allocation of instructing professors to graduate students,
guidance is given on research themes that match the individual student and this has been well received by the
students. Each year, in winter and summer, inbound students from Japan, China and Korea are dispatched and
accepted through the short-term student exchange program. The costs related to this, securing of facilities and so
on, are supported by the CAMPUS Asia Program and the university. By having a short-term and a long-term
system, students are able to experience all three countries and this plays a role in differentiating it from other
exchange programs.

At Jilin University, four staff members from the International Exchange and Service Center and the College of
International Education are in charge of consultations and guidance for the participating students. A system with
students as assistants was adopted and they cooperate to help students from Japan and Korea get used to student life
at Jilin University quickly. Thus an environment has been set up where students can come in contact with the
language and culture of China, Japan and Korea. Also, as extra-curricular activities for the students, trips were
organized to visit companies, museums and the Imperial Palace of the Manchu State as well as get-togethers with
Chinese students and the exchange students. Currently, a circle for CAMPUS Asia Program students has been made
on the social networking service Wechat so that communications between students and also between students and

the university can be carried out smoothly.
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11. Student Satisfaction

Student satisfaction is verified from the students' reports and essays about their impressions. These are made up in
to a booklet and published, and at the same time, some of them are put on the website.

Student Forum, Okayama University CAMPUS Asia, published yearly.

Chinese and Korean Workshops, Okayama University CAMPUS Asia, published yearly.

CAMPUS Asia Study Abroad Experiences, Sungkyunkwan University CAMPUS Asia, published yearly.

Performance Report 2012, Okayama University CAMPUS Asia Secretariat, March 2013.

The large number of students who continue to participate in introductory Chinese and Korean workshops,
language programs aimed at long-term study abroad, and summer schools that form the foundation for the
Common Good education, show that they are very satisfied with each of the programs.

At Okayama University, activities such as the CAMPUS Asia alumni association, students club, share house and
CAMPUS Asia students newspaper, are proof of the active participation by students in CAMPUS Asia activities. All
of these activities are managed at the students' initiative.

For Sungkyunkwan University, comments were made in the monitoring that efforts were needed to improve
problem areas, based on surveys on education and the level of satisfaction with life that are carried out periodically.
In the light of this, our program group is verifying student satisfaction by surveys (questionnaires) on student
satisfaction, student outcome reports, creation of personal accounts of experiences in the CAMPUS Asia Program
and publishing of collections of these accounts, and holding regular meetings to report on outcomes.

Through the student satisfaction surveys (questionnaires), an analysis is done on the quantitative degree of student
satisfaction, and students are asked for items that they wish to be improved. The qualitative degree of student
satisfaction is reported in the student outcome report and also meetings to report on outcomes are held regularly.
From this, verification of student satisfaction can be done in both directions between the students of the CAMPUS
Asia and the CAMPUS Asia secretariat (teachers, researchers, research associates, etc.), and feedback is provided on
that. From these methods, we have verified the level of student satisfaction relating to regular classes, other non-
regular classes held in the local community, support for students' everyday life (residence halls and noncurricular
guidance), extra-curricular activities and so on. We found the level to be high. By regularly publishing and
distributing collections of accounts of the students' experiences, we were able to share content related to the student
satisfaction over a wide area as well as ask about content related to this. In particular, the competition held by the
Korean Council for University Education for essays about student experiences in the CAMPUS Asia we were able to
take first prize and many other prizes. External verification of student satisfaction was expressed in an objective

format.
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12. Credit Transfer and Degree Awarding

In regard to creating a system for credit transfer with assured quality in a structured manner, efforts are being

made to cooperate in creating a system for the curriculum, with the creation of the Education System for Global

Liberal Arts in East Asia as the purpose. Concretely, each university is holding lectures divided up in the following

manner (See Table 12-1, Diagram 12-1, Table 12-2, Table 12-3).

In the case of Sungkyunkwan University, recognition of credits gained by study abroad is left up to the
discretionary decision of the dean of the faculty to which the student belongs. Because of conditions regarding
students' majors, generalizations cannot be made about the situation regarding credit acquisition. However, the
CAMPUS Asia Program enterprise is making efforts so that as many credits as possible are recognized.

In the case of Okayama University, after some trial and error, efforts have been made so that as many subjects as
possible can be taken reciprocally. For example, by recognizing already existing subjects as CAMPUS Asia titled

course subjects, a mechanism was created so that exchange students can acquire even more credits reciprocally, even
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if those unique CAMPUS Asia titled course subjects are different to lectures in the faculties the students belong to
(Okayama University). Also, by having each university be responsible for certain educational content, students are
able to take groups of lectures that are original and appealing. Credit recognition has also been done for specially
established courses. Concretely this refers to nano-biotechnology courses (Okayama University), summer schools
(Japanese, done cooperatively by the three universities), summer schools (English, done cooperatively by the three
universities, scheduled to be held in 2015), Chinese and Korean workshops (Okayama University, done
cooperatively by the three universities), and autumn schools (done cooperatively by the three universities,
*scheduled to be held in 2015).

Nano-biotechnology course in Okayama University was organized independently for the medical sciences students
of Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan University, because of the tight curriculum at home university. Besides this
course, workshops and hospital visits were prepared for students of Okayama University. Nano-biotechnology
course started from 2013 and Okayama University accepted totally 30 short-term students and 7 long-term
students and postgraduate students.

In the case of Sungkyunkwan University, the Academy of East Asian Studies has many subjects related to East Asia
and we tell students who come to graduate school about these subjects so they can actively attend the lectures.

In regard to the conferment of degrees, as CAMPUS Asia students have not been registered in a faculty as regular
students, system-wise it was not possible to confer degrees. However, in March 2015 Sungkyunkwan University
and Okayama University, and in May 2015 Sungkyunkwan University and Jilin University, have concluded
agreements for the conferment of double degrees. We are also looking at establishing joint degrees. Okayama
University and Jilin University already concluded an agreement in December 2007 regarding double degrees and
therefore, agreements are now complete among the three universities.

In May 2015, meetings were held in Changchun (Jilin University) and Seoul (Sungkyunkwan University).
Discussions were carried out about firstly, establishing a joint international graduate school in Jilin University's
School of International and Public Affairs playing a central role; and secondly, further expanding this to include
Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences, and Natural Science studies. For the time being, each university
will carry out preparations for creating a system for those two items. Concretely, this includes creating a framework
for mutual student exchanges that will include acquisition of degrees, enhancement of Common Good education
subjects, adopting a learning agreement, and concluding an agreement about double degrees with a view to

including joint degrees in the future.

13. Self-Assessment

In regard to quality assurance of education, a systematic framework has been put together through the compilation
of Japanese, Chinese and Korean Common Textbooks, concluding of an agreement for exchanges with degrees, and

peer evaluation by meetings of the joint administrative offices of the three universities.
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+ Compilation of the Japanese, Chinese and Korean Common Textbooks

For quality assurance of education, joint meetings were held regularly for review of the compilation of the
textbooks and preparations for the Common Textbooks have been advanced. Common Textbooks have been
published, or preparations for publishing made, for three areas - economics, traditional thought and Chinese
character culture. In each of the three areas teachers from the three universities wrote the manuscripts themselves.
For economics, the CAMPUS ASIA Common Textbook Higashi Ajia no Keizai Kyoryoku to Kyotsu Rieki
[Economic Cooperation and Common Interest in East Asia] (by Fukuro Shuppan in 2015) was published. For
traditional thought, the textbook for use in the university has been completed and it will be published after being
used in multilingual seminars, etc., and details are worked out. These textbooks will be translated and published

in Chinese and Korean so that they can be used effectively in Japan, China and Korea.

Concluding of agreements for exchanges with degrees

The important point about quality assurance in education is the conferment of degrees. In order to secure the
continuance of CAMPUS Asia and also quality assurance, it is important to ensure that the departments
(undergraduate and graduate) take on a chief role in the program the roles played by the program and the
undergraduate universities and graduate schools are vital. To achieve that purpose, the three universities have
proceeded with concluding agreements for academia and student exchanges, and the double degree agreements.

Okayama University and Jilin University have already concluded a double degree agreement.

The Jilin University School of International and Public Affairs and the Sungkyunkwan University China
Research Institute have already concluded a reciprocal exchange agreement.

In 2014, the Okayama University Graduate School of Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences
concluded a double degree agreement with Sungkyunkwan University School of Pharmacy.
In 2015, the Okayama University Graduate School of Humanities and Social Sciences concluded a double degree

agreement with the Sungkyunkwan University College of Social Sciences.

Peer evaluation by meetings of the joint administrative offices of the three universities
The three universities hold meetings of the administrative staff regularly and presentations are given on the

initiatives and issues of each university. Discussions are held and peer evaluation is done.

In the monitoring done in Korea, requests were made for the activation of the administration committee for
quality management and further collaboration between academic conferences and the CAMPUS Asia Program.
Currently, the administration committee is involved in the compilation of Common Textbooks, as mentioned
above, and is in charge of writing textbooks and learning materials that assure the quality of education. For
academic conferences too, CAMPUS Asia students take part in doing the interpreting and translation work, making
the conferences a place for exchanges and education as well. In the future, there is a plan to make the conferences
a venue for academic exchanges between researchers and people involved in the CAMPUS Asia Program from the

three universities.
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In the spring of 2015, Okayama University, Jilin University and Sungkyunkwan University concluded agreements

for double degrees establishing a foundation for even more excellent outcomes.

14. Quality Continuous improvement

In order to improve the quality of education even further, the three universities are vigorously attempting to bring
about improvements from the aspects of creating a credit transfer system that is quality assured in a structured
manner, creating a road map for the establishment for a joint international graduate school, and combining already

existing courses.

« Creation of a credit transfer system that is quality assured in a structured manner
Aiming for the creation of an Education System for Global Liberal Arts in East Asia, as well as improving the
subjects and class content continuously at each university, it is necessary to complete the system so that the
structure is more systematic. To that end, administrative meetings of the three universities should not just be
about administrative issues but need to be changed to high-level CAMPUS Asia tri-nation joint meetings in
which teaching staff can also participate and discuss education content, etc. Also, the establishment of common

subjects to use the textbooks that were jointly written and also credit transfers should be carried out smoothly.

Creation of a road map for the establishment for a joint international graduate school

In the humanities and social sciences, a goal has been set for the establishment of a joint international graduate
school with the Jilin University School of International and Public Affairs playing a central role.

In the medical, dentistry and pharmaceutical sciences, nano-biotechnology showed a very good outcome.
Especially a relationship of mutual trust has been fostered among the teachers and a path for mutual cooperation
in research and education has been forged. This course will be changed to a course for nurturing young doctors
and the strengthening of mutual cooperation will enable the fostering of human resources. Okayama University
will accept 16 interns from the hospital of Jilin University beginning from October 2015. Jilin University and
Okayama University are planning to establish double degree program in the field of medical sciences after the end
of the Nano-biotechnology Course.

In the natural sciences, mutual understanding through international workshops (summer and winter) has been
fostered among the teachers and a path for mutual cooperation in research and education has been forged. In the
field of materials science, a double degree agreement is scheduled in anticipation of the joint international

graduate school.

Combining of already existing courses
After the subsidized program finishes, in order for the CAMPUS Asia Program to proceed smoothly, it is

intended to combine the Okayama University — North East China Universities Platform ‘Graduate’ Student
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Exchange Program (O-NECUS), a collaborative program between Okayama University and five universities in
the north-eastern area of China including double degrees, with the CAMPUS Asia Program. We intend to
develop exchange programs with East Asia over an even wider range than before.

In the future, it is intended to develop the double degrees into joint degrees. Currently, due to systems in place,
joint degrees cannot be carried out in Japan, China or Korea. Firstly, joint education within the double degree
framework needs to be practically realized and while improving any issues that may occur then, after the system
is improved between the three countries, preparations will be made for a smooth changeover to a joint degree
system.

The research meetings for compilation of the Common Textbooks by Okayama University, the lectures given at
Jilin University's School of International and Public Affairs and the series of lectures at Sungkyunkwan
University and classical literature academic conferences should be linked with the CAMPUS Asia Program to
create a venue for the people involved in these ventures to get together. In integrating them, it is anticipated to

hold symposiums where presentations can be given on the outcomes of each of these items.
