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Pledge concerning the Novel Coronavirus Infection

To: The President of Okayama University

As a resident of the Okayama University dormitories for international students and researchers, I pledge to comply with
the following provisions:

. In case of illness, check your temperature and physical condition at least once a day and maintain records of the results.

. Wear a mask in all places except in your own room.

. Give notification of any journey outside Okayama Prefecture, if you are requested to give such notification.

. In the case of having the following symptoms, you must not go to the campus but must contact the university section to

which you are affiliated*1 and the dormitory manager and by e-mail or telephone.
*1 Class professor, advising professor, club activity advising professor, person in charge of student affairs at the faculty
you are affiliated to
Any strong symptoms such as difficulty breathing, strong sense of fatigue, high fever, etc.
In the case of persons whose symptoms may easily become severe*2, relatively mild cold symptoms such as a fever,
cough, etc.
*2 Persons with fundamental illnesses such as diabetes, heart disorders, respiratory illnesses (such as COPD), persons
undergoing dialysis treatment, or persons taking immunosuppressants, anticancer medicines, etc.
Persons other than the above in the case that relatively mild cold symptoms, such as a fever, cough, etc., persist for 4
or more days
(As there are individual differences in symptoms, if you think you have strong symptoms, immediately consult your
regular doctor or the COVID-19 Diagnosis Consultation Center. This also applies in the case that you need to
continually take fever-reducing medicines or other medicines.)

5. Consult your regular doctor or the COVID-19 Diagnosis Consultation Center by telephone, make an appointment, and
then, wearing a mask, undergo a medical examination at the designated medical institution. Report the diagnosis and
test result by e-mail or telephone each time to the university section to which you are affiliated and the dormitory
manager.

6. Even if you are not instructed to do so by the public health center, undergo a PCR test in the case that Okayama
University judges that it is necessary for you to do so. In the case that Okayama University judges that it is necessary to
undergo the PCR test, the cost of the test will be borne by Okayama University.

7. In the case that there is a possibility that you have been infected by the novel coronavirus, stay in your own room, and
do not use common spaces (such as the laundry). Further, do not come and go to any other rooms.

8. In the case that a resident with a fever or other symptoms (at the stage where it has not yet been confirmed whether or
not he/she has contracted coronavirus infection) is found in the same unit in International Student Shared House, all
residents other than those with a fever must temporarily quarantine at International House.

9. In the case that there is a possibility that you have been in (close) contact with an infected person, the residents of
International Student Shared House must stay in a hotel arranged by the university (The cost of hotel accommodation is
borne by the university, and food and other expenses are borne by the residents themselves.) , and the residents of other
dormitories must stay in their own room. Do not use common spaces (such as the laundry). Further, do not come and
go to any other room.

10. If you are judged by the public health center or a test-positive person that you have been in (close) contact with an
infected person, move to a hotel arranged by the university and stay until the results of the PCR test are known. (The
cost of the hotel room will be borne by the university, but you must bear the costs of your own meals, etc.)

11. In the case of mild infections or asymptomatic pathogen carriers of the novel coronavirus infection, if a doctor judges
that hospitalization is not necessary, you must isolate yourself at an isolation accommodation facility designated by
Okayama Prefecture. Residents of such a facility must personally bear the costs of daily necessities required during
the isolation. (The costs of meals and the hotel room will not be charged to individuals.)

12. You must comply with any other instructions from Okayama University and the public heath center regarding the

prevention of the spread of the infection.

Purpose

The purpose of the eviction procedures is to maintain the safety and peacefulness of the
residences; to attempt prevention of disruptive actions, and to take necessary measurements on
residents who have repeatedly caused disruption despite warning by Okayama University.

Measures against violators

The International Affairs Department (IAD) issues a warning card to residents for each
violation listed in Table 1. Residents who receives 3 warning cards during their period of
residence (including the previous period of residence) will be evicted from the dormitory.
Violators of Table 2 will be served an immediate eviction order.

If the TAD issues a warning card, the IAD will request submission of reflection essay from the
violator and will report to the violator’s supervisor.

Director of Institute of Global Human Resource Development makes the eviction order after
giving educational instruction to the violators.

<Table 1: items subject to warning card >

1. Failing to pay rent and/or utility bills by due date and failing to pay even after due
notice.

2. Smoking or disposing cigarettes within the dormitory grounds (smoking in the

dormitory buildings results in eviction from the dormitory).

Handing room key or card key to a third person or making a spare key.

Letting visitors enter resident’s room or areas besides the public space.

5. Disturbing other residents through excessive noise between 10:00pm to 7:00am.
Causing excessive noise disruptions to other residents and/or local residents during
other periods of the day may be issued a warning card.

6. Causing offensive odors that may disturb other residents.

7. Failing to conform to the garbage disposal rules detailed in the Rules &

Regulations and the notices posted in the dormitory.

Leaving personal items or garbage besides resident’s room.

International Student Shared House resident placing personal furniture and

electrical appliances, etc. in their unit common space and does not follow the

disposal order from the International Affairs Department.

10. Occupying common spaces and personalizing dorm facilities and does not follow
warning from the International Affairs Department.

11. Parking cars on dormitory grounds or roads around the dormitory.

12. Parking bicycles or motorcycles besides the designated area, or failing to conform
to the parking rules.

13. Failing to obey the conditions of “Internet Regulations for Residents of
Accommodations for Okayama University International Students and Researchers”
for the internet connection in resident’s room.

14. Using flammables such as electric or oil heaters, candles, incenses, gas stoves,
fireworks etc. within the dormitory grounds.

15. Using washing machines in residents’ room (except the family rooms in
International House).

16. Violating the “Rules and Regulations for the Public Facilities”.

17. Failing to clean resident’s room or dispose of garbage.

18. Remodeling, repairing, or renovating facilities, furniture or property without
permission.

19. Failing to inform absence of more than 7 days to the manager.

20. Using emergency exit and stairs other than for emergencies.

21. Failing to observe instructions for fire and disaster prevention, hygiene purposes or
other instructions required for dormitory management.

22. Failing to maintain safety and using facility, furniture, and electronic appliances
inappropriately, or causing damage/loss to the dormitory facility, furniture or
property.

23. Activating, handling, or interfering with any fire or safety equipment such as
fire/smoke alarm for any reason other than for emergencies whether these actions
were intentional or not.

24. Failing to supervise or warn invited visitors to follow dormitory rules.

25. Violating the rules stated in the dormitory’s “THE RULES & REGULATIONS”.

26. Interfering or likely to cause interference with the management of the dormitory.

2. Using resident’s room for purposes other than the original intent (including
subletting the room).

Smoking in the dormitory building.

Failing to retain the original condition of any part of the dormitory, its facility,
furniture, or property that the resident has damaged and/or destroyed and failing
to compensate.

7. Making excessive noise that greatly disturbs other dormitory residents and/or local
residents.

8. Causing offensive odors that greatly disturbs other dormitory residents and/or local
residents.

9. Changing assigned room without the permission from the International Affairs
Department.

10. Causing excessive disturbance or partaking illegal activities in or out of the
dormitory.

11. Causing extraordinary interference with the management of the dormitory.
