Okayama University was founded in 1870 and was established as a university in 1949. It
is one of Japan’s preeminent universities, has 10 faculties, 1 program, and 7 graduate
schools on some of the nation’s most expansive campuses; Tsushima, Shikata, Kurashiki,
and Misasa.

The faculties provide basic education across a wide range of disciplines, and the graduate
schools nurture human resources with more advanced technical knowledge. International
students, who come to Okayama University from all over the world, learn together with
many friends at lush green campuses in a way that transcends culture and academic
fields. The number of students; approximately 13,000 including 911 international students
from 66 countries as of May 2023.

Tsushima Campus is located about 2.5 km north of Okayama Station and Shikata Campus
is situated about 2 km south of Okayama Station. These campuses are well within the
city itself and are served by convenient public transport. Kurashiki Campus is about 1 km
south of Kurashiki Station. It takes about 15 minutes by train to go from Okayama Station
to Kurashiki Station.

With the thought of studying abroad just around the corner, you are probably excited
with expectation, but at the same time, nervous about studying in a foreign land.

This guide has been put together in the hope of alleviating any apprehension felt by
international students starting at Okayama University. Be sure to check this when you
come to Japan.

1 -1 About Okayama City

1. Basic Information

Okayama City, where the main campus of Okayama University is located, is the capital
of Okayama Prefecture and is a transport hub city for the Chugoku and Shikoku regions
of Japan, located at the cross point of a high-speed transport network. Okayama is
around three-and-a-half hours from Tokyo by Shinkansen bullet train and about 45 minutes
from Osaka. Okayama has a population of about 720,000. It is a region blessed with a rich
natural environment, including mountainous districts and open plains, the two major rivers,
as well as the sea.

Known as the “fruit kingdom”, Okayama City is a treasure house of delicious fruit,
including white peaches and Muscat grapes. There is also an abundant store of fresh
marineproducts. The area surrounding Okayama City has cultural facilities such as art
galleries and museums, as well as shopping malls and one of Japan’s three most famous
gardens, the Korakuen.

Benefitting from the temperate climate of the Seto Inland Sea, spring and fall have many
fine days. Due to harsh seasonal winds being obstructed by the Chugoku Mountains,
Okayama enjoys very warm winters, in which snow cover is very rarely seen. Moreover,
as the Shikoku Mountain Range acts as a barrier weakening the force of typhoons, which
occur in the summer and fall, Okayama does not usually feel the full impact of typhoons.
Earthquakes are also very few and far between, and we can thus say that Okayama, while
in the Japan Archipelago with its frequent natural disasters, is an area that is extremely
fortunate from this point of view.

You are required to have a “student visa” in order to study at Okayama University as
an international student. When you have received your “Certificate of Eligibility for
Resident Status” and “Notice of Acceptance (or Notification of Admission Decision)”,
please apply for a “student visa” at the Japanese embassy or consulate in your country.

Please refer to the following Ministry of Foreign Affairs website for information on the
documents you will need to make the application and the locations of Japanese embass-
ies or consulates.

Attention: The Certificate of Eligibility for Resident Status is NOT the
“visa.” Please apply for the visa by going personally to the
Japanese embassy or consulate in your country. A Certificate
of Eligibility for Resident Status will facilitate the issue of a
visa within the standard processing period (five working days)
at the embassy or consulate. (This does NOT, however, guarantee
that you will be issued a visa.)

2 - 3 Residence Allocation

There are four Okayama University dormitories for international students on Tsushima
Campus. Among those who come to Japan from overseas to study, rooms in the dormi-
tories for international students will be allocated in order of priority based on the
university’s criteria.

It is not possible to request for a room in any particular dormitory. You will be informed
by email from the International Affairs Department at least one month before the enroll-
ment day whether or not you have been allocated a room in a dormitory.

All dormitories for international students are for single persons. Students coming to
Japan with their families cannot stay in the dormitory.

The average monthly rent for private apartments with standard facilities and sizes
around the university is about JPY 25,000 to JPY 40,000. In general, you will need to pay a
deposit, key money (equivalent to two to three months’rent), agency fee, guarantee fee,
and fire insurance upon application. Japanese apartments often do not come with furni
-ture such as beds, desks, and lighting fixtures, so you will also need to pay for these items.

When signing a contract, a joint guarantor is generally required. Okayama University
cannot act as a joint guarantor for you. If necessary, please use a private guarantor
company designated by the real estate agency. In the case of using a private guarantor,
the annual guarantee fee is approximately JPY 10,000 to JPY 25,000. For details on
a guarantor company recommended by the university, please check the page below.

4 - 4 Access Information

There is a chance of reduction or suspension of services due to COVID-19. Please check
the services prior to usage.

1. Access from Narita Airport

® Domestic Flight

There is no direct flight service from Narita to Okayama. If you want to take a domestic
flight from Tokyo, you have to go to Haneda (Tokyo) Airport which is an approximately
75 minute bus ride from Narita Airport. (One-way fare JPY 3,200) Flights from Haneda
to Okayama take about 70 minutes. (Regarding airfare from Tokyo to Okayama, please
check with your airline company.)

@ Shinkansen (Bullet Train)

You can take the Narita Express from the airport to Tokyo station which takes about
1 hour. (One-way fare JPY 3,070) Or a Limousine bus service is available, which might
take almost 2 hours depending on the traffic. (One-way fare JPY 1,300 - JPY 3,200)
There are frequent Shinkansen services to Okayama from Tokyo station and it takes
about 3 hours and a half by super express “Nozomi”. (One-way fare JPY 16,600)

2. Access from Kansai Airport

® Limousine Bus

There is a direct Limousine Bus Service to Okayama station which takes about 3 hours
and 45 minutes. (JPY 4,750)
*Direct Limousine Bus service has been suspended as of November 2023.

® Shinkansen (Bullet Train)

Take the JR Haruka Express from Kansai Airport to Shin-Osaka station (50 min). There
are frequent Shinkansen services to Okayama station, which takes about 45 minutes by
Super Express “Nozomi”. (Combined one-way fare for Haruka and Nozomi JPY 7,870)

[ How to Bring Money ]

It is convenient to bring a combination of cash, credit cards, and international cash
cards for money while staying in Japan.

® Cash

Upon arrival in Japan, you will need cash immediately for transportation to Okayama
University or your accommodation. Depending on your arrival time and the airport,
currency exchange offices may be closed. Also, please note that there are almost no place
in Okayama Prefecture where you can exchange foreign currency other than US dollars.

® Credit Cards

If you have a credit card, bring it with you. They can be used at many places such as
supermarkets, convenience stores, fast food restaurants, etc.

® International Cash Card / International Debit Card

International cash cards and debit cards can be made mainly at banks. These cards have
a function that allows you to withdraw money in your home country’s bank account in
local currency from ATMs overseas. This is very convenient because there is no need to
exchange money.

The types of accounts that can be issued, fees, and functions differ depending on the

bank, so please consult with your bank in advance to request an international cash card
or debit card.

If you
find it difficult to follow by yourself, please ask your “Tutor” for help.

5 -1 Residence Card

At Narita, Haneda, Chubu, Kansai, Hiroshima, Fukuoka and the New Chitose Airports,
persons who have permission to reside in Japan for a period exceeding three months
will have an immigration stamp entered in their passport and will be issued with a resi-
dence card.

Persons receiving immigration permission at an airport other than the above will receive

their residence card by post about two weeks after entering Japan at the address given
to the immigration authorities.

Note: A residence card is required to open a bank account in Japan. Residence cards
will not be issued at Okayama Airport, so for persons who are due to receive a
scholarship, please do not enter Japan from Okayama Airport. If the issuance of
a residence card is delayed, receiving a scholarship may be delayed or, in some
cases, may not be available.

5 - 2 Receiving the Documents Related to City Office Procedures

International Affairs Department distributes a set of documents for Okayama City Office
procedures (registration of address, subscription to the National Health Insurance system,
etc.). New international students who plan to live in Okayama City and stay in Japan for
more than three months (who have been issued a residence card) should come to the
International Affairs Department as soon as they arrive at Okayama University.

If you go directly to City Office, they may not accept your application.

5 - 3 Scholarship Procedures

Persons who are due to receive an honors scholarship or a Japan Student Services Orga-
nization (JASSO) Student Exchange Support Program Scholarship are required to take
the procedures to sign as confirmation that they are present at the university and to
open a bank account, etc. Please visit the International Affairs Department as soon as
you arrive at Okayama University. If your application is delayed, you may not be able to
receive scholarships.

5 - 4 City/Ward Office

Go to the City Office or Ward Office of the area where you live, and carry out the follow
-ing procedure. They are open from 8:30 am to 5:15 pm from Monday to Friday (Closed
on Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays).

1. Registration of Address

When your address in Japan is determined, you must notify the City/Ward Office of your
address within 14 days. If you fail to report your place of residence without any reasonable
excuse, your status of residence may be revoked.

2. National Health Insurance

International students who plan to stay in Japan for three months or more must subscribe
to the National Health Insurance system. The insurance premium is around JPY 2,000 per
month. If you have subscribed to the National Health Insurance system, around 70% of
all treatment and hospitalization costs are covered by the insurance. Your insurance
card will be sent to your registered address by post. Please ensure that you have it with
you when you visit a hospital.

3. Obtain a copy of Residence Certificate

If your residence card has not yet been issued, a copy of residence certificate can be
used as an ID until your residence card is issued. In addition, if you plan to open a bank
account, you may require a copy of residence certificate with your “My Number” on it.
You can apply one week after the registration of your address and it will be issued on
the day you apply. In addition to Ward Office, you can also apply at the passport citizen
service corner (Okayama International Center B1F, 2-2-1 Hokancho, Kita-ku) in Okayama
City. A fee of JPY 300 is charged for the issue.

5 - 5 Opening a Bank Account

Persons who are due to receive a Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship, an honors
scholarship or a Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) Student Exchange Support
Program Scholarship are required to open an account at Japan Post (Yucho) Bank. For
other people, this is not mandatory.

Opening a bank account for international students is becoming stricter every year in
order to prevent crime and fraud. When you open a bank account, you will be asked to
confirm the specific purpose of using the account.

If you wish to open a bank account, please go to the bank with someone who can under
-stand Japanese well. If you wish to open a bank account at “Chugoku Bank”, and do
not understand Japanese well, you need to be accompanied by a professor or university
staff.

You need to take a document to the window at the bank to carry out the procedure. We
also recommend that you apply for an ATM cash card at the same time. You will be asked
for a four-digit PIN when you apply for the cash card. When you have completed the
procedure, a passbook will be issued to you immediately, but if your account cannot be
opened on the day you apply, then your passbook will be sent to your home address by
post, at a later date. The cash card will be sent to you by post.

Since banks are very crowded in April and October, opening an account at a later timing
is recommended.

Since the bank may be crowded, if possible, please fill out the application form from
the website below in advance and bring the printed form to the window. The site is
available in a total of 16 languages, including English, Chinese, and Vietnamese. If you
need assistance in preparing the form, please ask your tutor for help.
